Each agency is required to report the following items using the attached form:

1. The number of FOIA requests received and the number of requests completed’;

2. The number of requests for records that had not yet been completed by September 30,
2008;

3. The average’ number of days that unfilled requests have been pending before each

public body as of September 30, 2008 (i.e., of the incomplete requests, how long had

they been waiting for a response, on average 7);

The number of determinations made by each agency not to comply with requests for

records and the reasons for each determination;

The number of requests completed within fifteen (15) days;

The number of requests completed between sixteen (16) to twenty-five (25) days;

The number of requests completed in twentysix (26) days or more;

The average’ number of days taken by each agency to complete requests;

The total amount of fees collected by each agency for processing requests;

10. The number of hours that staff devoted to processing requests for records, and the total
cost expended by each public body for processing such requests; and

11. The number of employees found guilty of a misdemeanor for arbitrarily and
capriciously violating any provision of the D.C. FOIA;
